‘Aji Rico’

This 2017 National Edible Winner is the first of its kind—a hybrid hot pepper from
the Capsicum baccatum species that matures early for short season production.
These large plants produce many thin-walled, crunchy fruits. Fruit matures from
green to red (55 days following transplant for mature green peppers or 75 days
for ripe red), but can be eaten at any stage. The peppers have a refreshing citrus
flavour and warm heat level, perfect for eating fresh or cooking in salsas or hot

sauces. Simply incorporate the desired number of seeds from the pepper to add
T ., 5 some heat.Aji Rico'also dries well for tasty homemade paprika.
